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The Metros, the Tams' band, was one of the most solid backing bands of the Heeey Baby Days of Beach Music . Five
horns and two drummers made for a big sound for this nine-man group. With a show featuring vocalists L.C. Junior and
Brenda Bee, the Metros and the Tams, the Tams' Revue was considered one of the strongest stage acts of the Heeey
Baby Days. The Metros broke away from the Tams in 1970 and started playing the fraternity and club circuit. In 1971, the
Metros became Liberation and recorded several singles including two that are included on the CD series that is a
