Inspired by James Brown and other R&B performers, the band bucked the growing trend of  four or five piece rock & roll 

bands by adding two horns which Mouse thought was essential for playing R&B. As a result, MBB became one of the few 

R&B bands in Florida during the Heeey Baby days. While their Beatle medleys were great, Mouse could nail James Brown 

and Pete Rowland was Wilson Pickett personified. Read Mike Dugo's interview with drummer Pete Rowland in the book. In 

addition, many photos and other '60s memorabilia have been made available courtesy of Pete Rowland and Ted Vaughn.
