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Brief Description

There are at least seven documented Nomads groups that were performing during the 60’s garage soul era, and this particular group
(one of three known South Carolina Nomads), came together in the Greenville, SC area to record one truly significant tune, 1968’s
SOMETHING’S BAD, for their own Mo-Groov Records. The act, featuring vocalist Sonny Threatt, later morphed into the duo Sunny &
Phyllis, cutting some memorable sides for Uni Records and for Major Bill Smith’s Soft Records enterprise in Ft. Worth, TX. Most all of
their recording endeavors went down at Joe Huffman’s Mark V Studio in Greenville
